My Ciiowin, My object in visiting you iv not to ask you to sell your
lands bt to protect you in the Peaceable Enjovmeut of them. 1f any white
man has m:de encroachments on you, inform me and he shall be removed.
I any white man has done you an Injury inform me and you shall be
Pedressil, [t indeed in our intorcourse with you, vou have any complaints.
bot them Lo known and Justice shall be done you. Your Father will protect
Jou in al| Your rights: he will suffer ne white man to go into your Country
mnllthiﬂ periission.  He will suffer no white man te purchase your lands.

your great Father he has directed me to present to you in his name some
valunble presents, medal bearing his Image for your Chiefs, and American
Flags to be displayed in your villages. The medals you will respect us evi-
dences of the authority of your Chiefs, and they will consider them ua
pledges of their Fidelity to our country. When you see the Flags displayed
in your villages you will remember the Hand that presented them and the
dnties you owe to the Country and Government they represent,

I shall likewiso present to you implements of husbandry to eunltivate your
Iands, powder nnd lead for your hunting and clothing to warm vou when
ecold.

Sixth:—

My Curroprex. Listen thou to the counsel which I am instrncted by
your Great Fathor to give you; live in peace and friendship with omne
another; be just in all your dealings; preserve order in your villages; be
industrious in cultivating your lands and, above all things, avoid the im-
moderate use of whisky us the evil which most ensily besets yon.
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Seventh :—

My CmivpreEx, It is both our mutual doty and interest to brighten and
strengthen the chain of friendship; we live together on the same land and
travel on the same waters; we are connected by ties mutually boneficial ; we
are under the care of the same kKind Providence ; the samo sunarises to cheer
and to lighten us by day aud the same moon to dispel the darkness of the
night. The Great Spirit who sees all onr actions and knows all our
thoughts will be pleased if we are friends and angry if we are enemies.

Eighth:—

My Cuinoresx., At the heud of our conncil Fire stands your Great
Father, the President; he is taking you under the arms of his great protoee-
tion ; if you are dutiful children and listen to his counsels you will be safe
und happy. Ie wishes to see you live quietly on the land which is descend-
ed to you from your Fathers,

Ninth :—

My Crinoprex., Your Great Father has ordered me to light a council
Fire at this place and to inquire into your situation. He is anxious for your o
welfure and desirous of promoting it. Guided by his advice and encour- =
aged by his ussistance, many of yonr brethren to the South have changed -3
their habits of life and instend of making hunting, fishing and idlenesss &
their principal pursuits are now attending to the cultivation of the land. I
really wish you could see their situation, because I think you could be
induced to follow their example. They are warmly clothed, they live i“
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romfortable houses, their barns are filled with the produce of the earth and
they possgess nll necessaries, and indeed the comforts of life. It is not my
intention, situated as you are, to discourage you from hunting and fishing;
vou ought not, however, to make them your entire deperndence. In the
chase you know how often yon are disappointed and hew much you sufler
wlien vou have no other means of subsistence. Cultivate the Earth, and yvon
are uz sure of produce as you are that the seasons revolve.

Your Father has the same desire to assist von as your southern brethren.
If you desire it he will furnish you with plows and other implements of hua-
bandry and teach you the use of them. Your lands are fertile and only
want the hand of culture.

Tenth:

My CornoreN.  Lel me intreat vou by the love I bear yon and the desire

I feel to ace you comfortable and happy to change your pursnita. Attend

more to the cultivation of the land and von may be assured I will represent

your wishes to the Great and Good Father and you may be confident of hig
nEgistance.

Eleventh :—

My CuiLpgres. It is painfol to me to call to your minds the calamitics
you have suffered in your visits to the man of one of your nations, who calls
himself a prophet. When I mention the subject, | see in your countenances
iidignation and resentment. Vast numbers in their ridiculous pilgrimages
have died with fatigue and hunger, and those who survived have only return-
el to tell their snfferings and show their poverty and negligence. It is to
b hoped the miserics you have suffered will be a warning to you i future,
and that in all your concerns your conduct will be governed by reason and
Judgment,

Twelfth :—

H_\ Cnmitokex. I am not insensible of your former connection with the
British government. I fear you have too long continued under their influ-
hces without duly considering the change in yonr situation. While thut
nation was in possession of the Country where you live, it wus proper for
i::ﬂ‘“ lll?-h-n to tlnj_-ir counsels and consider the King as your F M.Ihm'. That

Thirteenth :

both yvour duty and interest will lead youn to listen to this advice; your duty
becanse you live in our Country; your interest because we are the only
anation that can afford you protection, and we offer it to you without any
snerifice on vour part. Has this been your situation heretofore, while you
was under the protection of the British Government, Some of you now
living can show the Scars voun have received in wars in which vou have had
no interest, and the country is covered with the bones of your Fathers who
were sacrificed in those wars. T'rifles and gewgaws have been the only
consideration for the best Blood of your Nations,

Fourteenth :—

My CoiLorex. We are in peace and friendship with that nation and
all mankind, We hope to continue so. If however contrary to our wishes,
we should hervafter be involved in war with any nation, the policy of your
American Fathers towards you will be different from that te which von have
been aceustomed. In such an event you will listen to his Council alone.
He has directed me to inform yon that vou are to tuke no part in quurrels
that do not conecern yvon, to remain quite at your villages., He does not wish
yon to waste your blood in fighting his battles. He is strong enough to
fHght them without vour assistunce. He warns you, however, in the most
solemno manner to take no part against him. He informs you of the conse-
yuences of such conduct that if any of his Red Children should be so lost to
their duty as to take up the hatchet against him, he will exterminate them
from the country and they shall never again reside on the land which covers
the bones of their Fathers. I have considered it my duty to make this
representation, that you may warn your young, incongiderate warriors of the
dreadful consequences of violnting the duty they owe to the Government
which is willing, and which ia alone able to protect them.

Fifteenth :

My UnirorEx. 1 have only one subject more to communicate to you.
The nations to which you belong extend over a large tract of country and
you can have little communication with each other. You have made sev-
eral trentios with the United States. Those Annuities have heretofore been
delivered ut Detroit and many of you have received no proportion of thewm.
Indeod your brothren to the Southward say the Aunuitics wre given for lands
on which they resided: That you have sold none to the Northward and they
consider themselves as entitled to the consideration. ‘They say that this
Island, the Island of Boiz Blanch, and a small tract on the Strait between
lake Huron and Michigan sre all which have been ceded in this part of the
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conntry ; that these lunds formed no purt of the considerntion because the
lamid between the two lakes had been ceded to the French Government., and
this Island to the British Government and the Island of Bois Blanch was a
voluntary gift on your part; you will undoubtedly sny that you are a part
of the nations—that all the lands belonged to the nation. are held in com-
wmon and undivided, and the treaties provided that the consideration shall
be puid to the nations.  Your Great Father wishes to do Equal Justice to all
of you. Any just and aatisfactory ngreement in respect to a distribution of
the Annuities, which yon will make yourselves, will be approved wnd oarried
into cffeet by vour Father. the Prosident.
